Temple of Hera @ Olympia  590-600 bc (D)
6 x 16

Pronaos and opisthodomos – both with 2 columns in antis

Porch columns in line with peristyle and central block

Correction of the bulging of columns (entasis)

Temple of Apollo @ Corinth 560-40 bc (D)
6 x 15 (4.15-height by width at bottom)

Columned porch and opisthodomos – columns aligned with façade

Unusual- 2 inner columned chambers

Eastern chamber had statue

Columns were monolithic (limestone)

Baggy echinus (therefore an older style capital)

Earliest illustration of architects fixing optical illusions- upward curvature of stylobate

Temple of Artemis @ Corfu c 580 bc (D)
Use of Pseudo-dipteral (a space for a second row of comlumns)

Pediment is Gorgon with Pegasus and Chrysaor

Temple of Artemis @ Ephesas (I) 580 bc
Faced west

Triple row of columns at façade

Sculptured drums at base

Temple of Hera I @ Poseidonia (Paestum) 550 bc

9 x 18

broad ambulatory

porch with 3 columns in antis

axial colonnade in cella terminating in a spur wall and adyton at back

May have divided for religios reasons and visibility of statues

Doric enchinus but introduces anthemion (leaf) decoration onto necks of column shafts

Temple of Athena @ Poseidonia (Paestum) 500 bc
6 x 13 (classical 5th century rule of length = width x2 +1)

very deep porch in front of cella and no opisthodoms

floral collar with entasis

enchanus is baggy

draws attention to roof by projecting raking cornices and decorating the soffits

uses both Ionic (inside) and Doric (outside)

Temple of Zeus @ Olympia 460 bc
Architect Libon of Elis

Doric – 6 x 13 (classical rule)

Porch/ cella / opisthodomos

More classical proportion for columns (4.64, 4.72)

Stucco covered exterior

Pediments full but exterior Metopes empty


West – centaurs and Lapiths


East – Chariot race between Pelops and King Oinomaos

Interior Metopes = Heracles’ tasks

Temple of Hera II @ Poseidonia (Paestum) 470-60 bc
Largest of 3

6 x 14

Columned porches and cella with double colonnade (4.2, 4.36)

Parthenon in Athens finished 438 bc (statues 432 bc)

Architects Iktinos and Kallikrates

Called Athena Parthenos (Athena the Virgin)

8 x 17 (classical rule)

shallow porches- with 2 column prostyle

windows on wither side of doorway

Ionic columns in back room

Continuous sculpture (Ionic) frieze on exterior of cella => mixed orders

All marble

Entasis (swelling profile of columns)

Columns lean inward from bottom to top

Stylobate falls away from centre

Entrablature same => no right angles in whole building

Ionic

4 column peristyle

monolithic pillars

continuous frieze above architrave

Temple of Hephaestus @ Athens’ Agora 450-15 bc

Doric

Metopes show trials of Heracles and Theseus

Temple of Concord @ Akragas

Temple of Apollo @  Bassae  430 – 390 bc

North South Orientation

6 x 15

Exterior = Doric, but interior are connected to walls with spurs = Ionic and Corinthian

Ionic Frieze – Greeks vs Amazons and Centaurs

Asklepios @ Epidauros 4th Century

6 x 11 

pronaos but no opisthodomos

statue by Thrasymedes
