4. Use the story of Romulus and Remus to also explain origin of Rome.

LESSON 2

1. The Roman Forum - explain the location and the uses — locate it on map.

2. Look at a map of modern Dublin and see how it developed — Wood Quay
And the river central to plan.

3. Visit Dublinia to see plan of the original city and how it developed.

4. Get students to draw a Roman house and compare it to their own house.
Also compare an ‘insulae’ to a modern apartment block.
Look at how Romans lived — shopping — eating — compare with today.
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1. What did Roman teenagers do to amuse themselves - how would teenagers
today cope if they lived in those times.

2 How have games today developed from Roman times — find links.
Look at what children wore in Roman times — compare education system.

3. Roman Festivals - opportunity to teach students Roman numerals, Latin name
for days of the week and months.
