CLASSES 15 AND 16:

I am reluctant to prescribe material for the last two classes. Realistically, there is so much material in the previous 14 periods that you may find you have not even finished it. The natural end to the module is an overview of the whole topic, with an emphasis on the areas which have most interested your students. I would usually have a discussion on the material which we have covered and finish with a quiz based on the module (See suggested quiz questions on separate sheet). If you find you have had enough of Pompeii (though I hope not!), you might like to compare the archaelogical finds in Pompeii with a few of the other major archaological discoveries made in the last century. Suggested choices here are: the pyramids of Egypt; neolithic tombs in Ireland; Abyssinian remains in Iraq; the buildings on the Acropolis in Athens. If your students are not so interested in the archaeological side of the topic, I would recommend a look at the arrival of Christianity in Rome which would have been occurring around the time of the eruption of Vesuvius. I have included some material on this in the pack.
